Mounting instructions

ENG

Install the antenna in accordance with the following procedures to 
insure maximum performance of the antenna.
• The antenna should be installed in the place where is an all 

round clear view of the horizon and as high as possible.
• Please keep clear the antenna from any obstacles.
• The mounting platform should be rigid enough and not 

subjected to excessive vibration. The movement of the antenna 
can be minimized by installing at the center of the vessel. For 
optimal performance of the antenna, it is not recommended to 
install at any corner of the vessel, where the movement of the 
vessel is the greatest.

• In case of through-hole deck installation do not install the 
antenna onto a metal surface or enclosure.

Installation type 1 - through-hole deck mounting

1 - Use the mounting template that you’ll find at the end of this guide 
to drill the three holes on the flat surface where the antenna must 
be mounted.

2 - Run the coax cable through the central hole and fit the F male 
connectors on both its terminations.

4 - Connect the F male connector that you fitted on the termination 
of the coax cable to the F female connector on the bottom of the an-
tenna, then set the antenna on the surface in a way that both screws 
enter into the holes that you drilled earlier.

OPERATION

1. Slide power switch to right. LED indicator should now be on.

2. Turn gain control knob clockwise to increase signal strength.
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3 - Tighten the screws for approx 1 cm.

5 - Insert the washers and the nuts and secure the antenna on the 
surface. The installation is now complete.

Installation type 2 - mounting on a mount 1” x 14 thread

1 - Connect the F male connector that you fitted on the termination of 
the coax cable to the F female connector on the bottom of the anten-
na, then set the antenna on the mount by screwing it. The installation 
is now complete.
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Wiring - Wire the antenna as shown in the picture below.

1 - Utilizzate la dima di foratura che trovate alla fine di questa guida 
per operare i tre fori sulla superficie piana sulla quale volete instal-
lare l’antenna.

2 - Fate scorrere il cavo coassiale attraverso il foro centrale e montate 
i connettori F su entrambe le estremità.

4 - Avvitate il connettore F maschio presente all’estremità del cavo al 
connettore F femmina presente nel basamento dell’antenna, quindi 
posizionate l’antenna sulla superficie in modo che le viti entrino nei 
due fori creati in precedenza.
